Transit Station.

The Trinity Mills Transit Center District is located within the southeast quadrant of the intersection of       
President George Bush Turnpike and IH-35E and centered on the DART Green Line Light Rail station at 
Blanton Drive and West Trinity Mills Road. In addition to DART, the station serves as the southern terminus of 
the DCTAôs A Train. The A Train provides commuter rail service to Lewisville, Highland Village and Denton.     
Vehicular access will be improved by late 2016 with the addition of the Dickerson intersection with IH-35E.
