Park at DART stations 
at Trinity Mills or Frankford Road and ride the Green Line 
to the Downtown Carrollton Station. Purchase two-hour ($2.50), 
midday ($1.75) and day passes ($5) from a Ticket Vending 
Machine (TVM) found at all DART Rail Stations or download 
GOPASS Mobile Ticketing app to buy passes right on your 
phone.
