Here are the tools and materials you need to clean or repair the surface of a marker:

e  Stiff wire brush e Can of clear lacquer spray paint

e  Soft bristle scrub brush e  Cotton rags

e  Spray bottle or bucket of water e Llacquer thinner

e Soap e 80 grit and 120 grit sandpaper

e Towel e  Power sander or hand sanding block

e Can of black lacquer spray paint e  Roll of two-inch painter's masking tape

Step 2:
Use a soft bristle brush to remove dust and other debris around letters. If available,
use a portable air blower to remove fine particles.

Remove dried black lacquer from the medallion and title letters with a

soft cotton cloth and lacquer thinner. Use care not to remove the black
lacquer on the flat surface portions of the medallion and area
surrounding title letters. Allow marker to dry completely.
